RICHARD THOMPSON

All Urbana High mourned this year the passing of Mr. Richard Thompson who died this past
June on the day that the 1986 class followed his last “Line of March” for graduation. We have
felt the loss this year. It is easy to get someone to take his job, but it is not easy to replace the
qualities that Mr. Thompson used daily in his job. His many years of experience with Urbana
students gave us expertise few could match. He began his career here as a student teacher in
the science department in 1949. In 1954, he returned fulltime to teach, He began teaching bi-
ology courses and soon organized a program for exceptional students who needed a chal-
lenging program. In 1961 when Urbana became a three year school, he became Dean of Boys
and Assistant Principal. At this point, he gave up a long time position as swimming teacher
and coach. In 1962, he changed positions once more, becoming a counselor. In 1963, he was
once again an assistant principal. Changing stripes in 1975 to become Chairman of Guidance
attested to his valued versatility at our school. We will miss what Mr. Thompsen taught us
through his experience in our halls. We will remember him as one who had enough faith in his
students to persevere and do all that he could do to make the high school years truly reward-
ing, Rosemary is for remembrance.
