PROGRAM OF DOUBLASS COMMUWITY CENTER

First Year

¥hen the Community Center was opened for the first
tims in September 1945, the U § O progrs=s was brought o

Douglass Center frow the Lawhead U § O Center. The U 8 O part of

. the Center's progras was financed by federal funds under the

Federal Works Ageney until June of 1848. These federsl funds
had béen used for the Lawhesd U S 0O program. The rsmsinder of

The director of the Lawhesd U § 0 was employed as. director of

the Douglass Center program on a temporary basis until a
permanent director #ss found. The assistant director from the

In gddition to the US O gragr&m for tha-ﬁagre
aervieeman,-aati§iti&s were began for the young people and
adults of the community.

In ¥ovember of 1945, whsn the permanent director cane

to the Center, a varisd program ¥as inaugurated.

In the first year there
were two basketball teams for boys: & junior team and a senior
teaz. The Junior team was made up of boys who were junior and
senior: high age or older. A girl's basketball team was also
started for the high seboel age. Five clubs wers orgacized ia
that first year. Thres were girl's clubs; one, junior high

age; and two, senior high ags. Thess clubs were primarily
gocial in their activities. The one group that was organized
for the boys at that time was an orchesirs made up of the high
school age. Ths group paid dues which were used for the boys —
t0 take their lessons for the particular instrument that thsy
had chosan t0 play. Their seelings were spent in praciticing
together as an orchestra. Some of the members.became proficient
ancugh té have several bands saeé them as professional players.

This eventually was the main reasocn that the group disbanded about
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a year after its formation.
The Tesn-age Club was forwed in the sarly sumwer of
1945 for girls and boys who were in their %eens. They elscted
a m3y0r and ssbup 2 police force. One of their main purposes
'ﬁgs to help lmprove the conduct of the particivants of the Qenter,
Those bslonging to ths Tesp-age Olub were entitled to 2 member-
sﬁip carﬁ which gave the mewmbers entrance to all Douglass Center
events at half price. ¥ach ocard was authorized by the Dirsctor's
signature. Ths adult leadership of the club was under the
assiézaa% director until she resigned in the f3ll of 1845. There
a8 ny one to take her place immediatsly and the Teen-age Club
graduslly disbanded. |
| » The activities that first summer were cowfined

primarily to a pregraw in the Park. Organized games included
softball, shufflsboard, hopseoteh, horseshos, and croguet.
Tournaments wers Leld among the various city parks. For fhese
activities conducted in the Park the age division for ths boys
was 6-8, 9-11, 12-14, 1517 and 18 years old and up. For the
girls the age division was different. Thers wers three graﬁps;
sgnior bigh, junior high and zrads schoocl. The prograx that
first summer has been the pattern for the following summsrs
and has changed vasry 1ittle.

A Douglass Center Field Bay #as insugursted the first
summéer that the Center was open. The day was set aside for all
boys and girls to participats in various compstitive soorts.

The entire day was glven.over %o these events. Awards in the

form of ribbons wsre presented to the winners in the various
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contests. The first summer the boys participsted enthusiastic-
ally, but the girls showsed wvery iittle interest in participating.
The Douglass Park Field Day has become s tradition in the
progria,.

The Douglass Park Field Day is similar to the city-wids
field day which ie held at the end of the summer and includes all
the sity parks. I% is eallsd a Gypsy Round-up. Evsryons takes =
his own lunch and plans to spend the entire day.

Second Year

In the second year of the progras the athletic
program was enlarged. The boys basketball teams wers betisr
organized and participated in the city league games and oftsn
in cut-cf-town games. The high g@%mai girishfafmeﬁva~ba&ka§ball
team which w38 most sctive and had spseiiic games séh&ﬁal&d to
play.

4 Girl Scout troop was organizsd that fall and met at
Douglass Center. The group #as extremely active until it lost
its ls&dershi§ a yoar after they ware organiszed. éﬁothéz elub
that formed at that time was a girls drill team of aporoximately
twenty-five members, age 10-18.

In that year, the University Young %ossn's Christian

Associztion sent two volunteer students fo assist with some of
the groups of girls which net éuriﬁg the school year. The

Third and Present Ysar
In the fall of 1947 several new groups wers organized.
On2 of the new grouns was 2 c¢lub for girle ages twelve o
fourtsen. The girls who were the first membere felt that they

wanted toc have their membership ¢leossd and thst they would vote

in any new membsrs., They named their club the Poliy Pigtails
after the nams of cne of the popular magazines for teen ags
giilﬁ. Their program varies from games to bhandicraft. The
climax of their activities culminated inm a spring carnival #hich
they thamsselves sponscr. They plan the entire progras and invite

all those who participate in the Douglass Centar prograzm and

the community to attend. They charge 2 small adsission fes bscause
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one of thelr purposes in giving the ecarnival is %o make money,.
The Carnival program is zade up of side showe ani the syaning
ends wiih the main attraction which is similsr o 2 variaty
show.
