With only one regular returning from the 1960 team,
Coach Macek's linksmen experienced a rebuilding year,
winning only one of six dual meets. However, one bright
spot in the otherwise dismal season was the outstanding
play of Captain Joe Vangsness. Joe, the only member
of the team with any experience at all, paced the Maroon
linksmen all spring. During the scason, Joe had several
high spots; his top performance was in the twenty-three
team Quincy Invitational, where Joe placed third indi-
vidually, just one stroke behind second, and two behind
first. The Maroons took tenth as a team.

Another outstanding performance was turned in by
Joe in the four-way meet with New Trier, Quincy, and
Joliet; all three of these schools were state powers in
golf. Joe was medalist in this one with a seventy-four,
Other members of the Marcons were Rick Lynch, who
was a junior and second man all year. Golder Wilson, a
junior who was a regular, will be lost to the Maroons
next year, as he has moved to England. A third junior
is Norris Dahlstrom; Norris is also expected to help out
next year,

Rounding out the lettermen were two sophomores,
Tom Trigger and Mike Braun, The two of them, along
with Rick and Norris, give Coach Macek four returning
lettermen for next spring. In addition, a fine group of
sophomores should give “Big John" the material neces-
sary to build a winning team.
