To better state and world relations is the goal of 
exchange programs, and Champaign High partici­
pates in two of these.

English 
Many students are unaware of the change 

that is sweeping our English Department. This is the 
first year sophomores and juniors at C.H.S. With the 
emphasis on preparation for college, Team English 
has students meeting in large groups in the Little 
Theatre for lectures and in small classroom-size 
groups for discussions and grammar work. 

The department is now putting into operation a 
three-year program with its main emphasis on 
literature and writing rather than grammar.

As has been his custo.m, CHS head football 

coach Tommy Stewart came through with a winning 

season. The Excellence of the work by the coaches 

was especially significant as the Maroons employed 

a new offensive alignment, an unbalanced line with 

a device backfield of Bill Huston and John Ingleman. 

The offense was especially adapted for the fleet 

Huston, and it payed big dividend for both him and 

the Maroons. Huston became the first Maroon to 

gain 1000 yards in a single season since 1956, all­

stater Stu Clark, eclipsing Clark's mark by 184 yards.
