We have engaged in -very informative discussions at our last few meetings.

As stated at the April meeting, we received correspondence from the
national office concerning the Voting Rights Act extension. Some highlights
from the correspondence are as follow:

The Voting Rights Act (S.1992) passage efforts in the Senate
require your immediate action and action by every Section member.
Opponents are using the tactic of giving the impression that
Washington Representatives of Civil Rights orcanizations support-
ing S$.1992 do not speak for the folks back home. They say that

we would be satisfied with a "simple" ten-year extension. That
is not so!

The time to speak up is now, You must do so by writing to your
two Senators immediately and sending this basic message:
Support S. 1992 without amendment,

If your Senator is a sponsor, add a note thankinag him for the
support, Send copies of your letter to every member of the
Senate Judiciary and to Senators Howard Baker and Ted Stevens.

..... Black people cannot afford to hesitate on a matter of such
vital importance to us all.

Champaign County MCNW membérs, we must act on this vital issue. -I11inois
Senators who co-sponsored are S-1992 are Charles Percy and Alan J. Dixon.
Letters should be addressed as’ follows: The Honorable

Senate Office Building, Washington, D.C. 20515. Specific
addresses can be obtained from any area library.

In other correspondence, please note that according to the National
Bylaws Committee of NCNW, at the 40th National Convention held November
11-14, 1982, the following change in the wording of the Bylaws was
enacted: "Section elections shall be conducted in September of each year,"
(Article IV,.Section 2B).
