In the past few years, mail and tele­
phone calls have come to our office from 
every state in the union as well as from 
other countries. At the present time, we 
have been receiving heavy correspondence from 
your area. Feel free to originate your own pub­
lic advisory on this matter if desired, both 
to reassure the citizens of your area that 
the making of any such movie is indeed a HOAX 
and to help reduce the burden on our office 
in responding to these letters and calls. 

On several occasions, citizens of var­
ious states have registered protests with 
the attorney general and other public offi­
cials of their states. We have, therefore, 
distributed this information to federal repre­
sentatives and senators as well as attor­
neys general throughout the country.
