Biographical Sketch

Rev. Lundy Svage was born September 21, 1940 in
Memphis, Tennessee, the fifth child of Fred and Ruby
Savage. His family left Tennessee while he was still
a baby and moved to Chicago, 111inois where he attend-
ed Carver Elementary and High Schools.
